The usual capacity audience gave
Mr. Rachmaninoff condial greeting
when he walked out on the Bushnell
stage and gianced about the great
auditoriuny, in which he was making
his first appearance; and the cordiali-
ty grew as the program progressed—
though it must be said at the outset
that the planist did not choose a pro-
gram primarily intended to arousé dn
audience to enthusinsm. Indeed it
may rather be questioned whether
he wants merely to gain applause

vay. He scems perfectly satistied
to let his audience find out about his
marvelous facility for llself; to satis-
fy itself that here is an artist who is
doing certain things in his own par-
ticular way, that well repays the most
careful atfention. And the fact that
he gets that attention and a steady
crescendo of approval as he goes
along—that is the answer,

sunday afternoon Mr. Rachmanin-
off seemed at the very top of his
form, from the quiet statement of the
gentle melody of his first number
throughout his entire liit and the
added numbers that were demanded.
The Tausig Variations are interestin
in content and were superbly play
and the shining and sprightly Schu-
mann pleces had delightful interpre-

tation.
As to Chopin the artist has his own
ideas; and g\e does not play either
Scherzo along the usual lines. But
for most of those present at his re-
cital, it would seem, the Rachmanin-
off reading of these Chopin numbers
was eminently satisfying in its bril-
llance, it: spontaneity and power.
The first Scherzo soon developed
tremendous speed that only the facil-
ity of a great techniclan could of-
fer; the melody that followed was
beautifully sung and delightfully
showed the planist's art in the use
of the little graduations of tempo
and tone. And the same brilliance,
the same charm: of reading came in
the second of the group. .

There were some who regretted the
absence of the composer's most fa-
miliar Prelude from the printed or
the added list, but the G major Pre-
lude was charming and the Etude
that folowed proved a very brilllant
pathway leading to the Liszt group.

Here in the Liszt Etude there was
E;:ham the most melodie, the mot

utiful playing of the afternoon.
The Liszt of the romanticlsm, the
mysticism of “Les Preludes” sings
over his kevs in this work and the
playing seemed perfectly to fit the
mood of the compocition. The Valse
with Its feathery, frost-like upper
notes, its varying tempo, was charm-
ing; and the broad humors, the de-
ll}z tful filagrees, the dashing melo-
dies, the crisp, authoritative finale of
the Carnaval all were brilllant, all
effective, and altogether brought the
player's art to the consclousness of
his hearers with cumulative force.
Liszt was played as only a master
may play him in Bushnell Hall Sun-
day afternoon.
