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RACHMANINOFF IS HERE

Concert Programme Tomorrow

A brilliant and unhackneyed pro-
gramme of piano selections is an-
nounced by Sergei Rachmaninoff,
eminent Russian composer-pianist,
for his concert here tomorrow
night at the auditorium under the
direction of' Steers & Coman.
