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THIE NACHMANINOFT' RECITAL,

Fumous Planist Stirs Blg Aundlence
~ to Tempestuous Enthusinsm.
I''e . eminent virtuoso - planist,
Sergel Rachimaninoff, was glven a
reception last night at Mossey Hall
that exceeded In enthuslasm evon
that at hls reclital last season. The
aundience was exceptlonally large,
the holl belng ecrowded In every part,
and, so far as onc could judge from
the temmpests of applause which fol-
lowed overy number of the program,
was unanimous In unqualified ap-
preclation of the performance. It
took slx extra e¢ncore nunbers to

satisfy the general desire to hear as
much of the artist’s concert repec-
tolre as posalble, and when he left
the platform for the last time he ap-
peared to be exhausted by his
efforts.

The great outstanding triumph of
the evenlng, In regard to perfection
of rendering, technically and musi-
cally, was consldered to be the
Chopin Scherzo in C gharp minor,
whiech wus o dazzling revelation of’
finlshed workmanship, reflnement
In nuances of tone and convineclng
Interpretation of the musle as a
whole. The embelllshments against
the choral theme were as llght and
delicatoe as gossamer, and the falry-
like floriture, with all i{ts exquisite
goftness, was always heard in clear
definition of its tracery. The Noe-
turne that preceded the Beherzo was
also finely played, being truly
Chopinesque. And the valse of
Chopln, accorded as an encoré, was
a remarkeble achievemem in du.luty
velocity.

An impressionist plcture was
drawn In Liszt's ‘'Funerallles,” &
number that {s seldom heard In the
conecert hall. A marvellous crescen-
do, developed to an_ overwhelming
¢llmax, was the domMhant featurs.

Hachmaninoff's own transcription
of- Mouasorgsky's “Hopak'” com-
pletely took the fancy of the amudi-
ence by its frank dance tune and
metre and its wild abandon. Rach-
maninoff, sensing the wish of the
audience, obligingly repeated it

An extended number was Lisat'a
“Rhapeodie. Espagnole.' which,
while not o solzing in effect as the
composer’'s Hungarlan Rhapsodies,
{8 n brilllant comyoslition. It would
perhaps please more complately If
the style and matter were more
frankly Spanieh.

The early numbers of the reclta.‘l
were Bach's English Sulte. No. 2,
and Mendelssohn’s *“Variations rl-
ouses,” The Bach cffering was fon-
dered with great clarlty. and the
Mendelasohn Varintions left nothing
to be desired in the matter of clear-
cut execution.

It {8 worthy of note that in the
audience war an unusually large
reprerentation of the musical pro-
fesslon of the city and suburbe.
