Altogether, the recital was an ex-|
emplification of the great effect to be |
made by a planist who does not start |
cut to make any at all. In the Chopin |
sonata, for instance, no one could have
ghserved the composer's will more im-|
plicitly. The departures from score
were minute and always in the way of
a subtler nuance or a more pointed
phrase. The sonata (the B-minor) was |
Jiterally played by command of Chopin
—and yet its variety and “spring” were |
Jmost boundless. The lovely sostenuto |
melody of the first movement, the silky |
-uns of the scherzo and finale, and the
preathless moments in the slow move-
ment are surely permanent possessions
of all who heard them. ! |

Some who heard it may
have reflected on the manner in which
a certain piece becomes the personifi-|
cation of a certain man, as for example,
paderewski's minuet and Kreisler's
“Caprice Viennois.” |

As all good programs should, Rach-
maninoff's closed with a piece to startle |
and make dizzy all comers. Last night
