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A few days before, A. Cortot, conducting the same orchestra, revealed to us a new work by 
Rachmaninoff, the author at the piano. Revelation is a lot to say, this Rhapsody on a theme of 
Paganini, all stuffed with commonplaces, is nothing very new. Cleverly orchestrated, written with 
great safety, it is never boring. As a composer as well as a pianist, Rachmaninoff has a remarkable 
skill; as an old regular of concert podiums, he knows the audience inside out and how to serve them 
the dishes they like.
