This is intended as a substitute for
the national agreement on which the
Miners’ Federation has been insisting,
but which the coalowners’ steadfastly
refuse to consider. It is based on the
example of the national board which
rezulates wages on the railways.

But the parallel is false and mis-
leading, The railways are a sheltered
industry, a monopaly—except for the
developing competition of toad trans-
port. They are, therefore, in a much
better position to have wages fixed by
a national tribunal than are the mines,
which have to compete ‘against foreign
countries with lower standards.

As a matter of fact, the present level
of railvay wazes is a serious difficulty
for many PBritish industries.
