Serge Rachmaninoff, on each of his visits to Paris, shares the immense prestige he enjoys
with his unfortunate compatriots. This gentle giant, who conceals a deep love of his craft
beneath a somewhat weary air, exerts a dominant power over the crowds. He knows how to
impose his ideas with such intelligence and force of conviction that one doesn't think of
reacting the moment he performs a work by Beethoven or Chopin in his own style. One
cannot doubt then that he is inspired and sincere.

Rachmaninoff was, at this last concert, very much in fine form. The second part of his
program, which included pieces by Scriabin, Medtner, Liszt, Borodin, and Rachmaninoft,
was dazzling. And as the audience remained frozen in their seats, in a kind of ecstasy, the
great artist, generously, granted them several additional pieces.
